IScreening Result

Applicants will be notified within 15 days of receipt of application forms and screening fee. Admission will be granted
only to those who have passed screening and paid tuition. (Tuition that has been paid, will not be refunded in principle.)
However, if a Certificate of Eligibility for Resident Status is not issued, money, except the screening charge, will be
refunded.

VISA The student will be issued a student visa.

@ If the applicant will pay all expenses including tuition, he/she must submit the following:
-Certificate related to a grant of a scholarship, mentioning the amount and its period
(if the applicant receives a scholarship).
-Certificate of the applicant’ s bank balance under his/her name
(It must be evidence showing he/she has sufficient assets to cover all required expenses.)
Note: If necessary, Tokyo Foreign Language College may require the applicant to submit evidence to prove that
he/she is capable of maintaining a sufficient bank balance.
@ If the applicant’ s relative(s) will pay for tuition and living expenses, they must submit the following:
-Written pledge including detailed description of accepting payment for expenses and specific
amount of support (Keihi-shiben-sho)

-Certificate of present employment and certificate of annual income of the remitter (person sending the money).

-Certificate of the bank balance under the remitter' s name
(Depending on the country, a copy of a certificate bank balance may be required)

-Documents showing evidence of maintaining a sufficient bank deposit and relationship between
the applicant and the payer (Depending on the nationality, notarization documents many be required)

® If those who live in Japan will pay tuition and living expenses, they must submit the following:

*After making the application for issue of a “Certificate of Eligibility for Resident Status” is completed, a “Certificate of Eligibility for
Resident Status” will be sent to the school within about 1 month, after which the Certificate will be sent to the applicant by post. The
applicant who has received the “Certificate of Eligibility for Resident Status” should then make an application for a visa at an appropriate
